Then we visit Graceland
mansion, the home of the late Elvis Presley,
the “King of Rock and Roll”. Our tour will
show us several of the rooms in Graceland
mansion, the racquetball building, the trophy
room which houses Elvis’ many awards, gold
records, jewelry and personal momentos. (B)

DAY 6 - 8: Branson, Missouri

Our journey today takes us past Little Rock,
Arkansas enroute to Branson, America’s
hottest entertainment destination, where

we spend the next three nights. These days
will be filled with excitement as we enjoy
Branson and the Ozark Mountain area.
